Citizen Comments: 
Michelle Engleka – Council Complaint –  Ms. Engleka stated that she received information from a co-worker of information about she and her husband that had been posted somewhere on the internet about the garage that she and her husband is adding on to.  She wanted to make it clear that the information contained in Council meetings regarding her conversation with Ms. Zerfoss and Secretary Jones was 100% accurate and was not hearsay.  She did not appreciate those responsible for the posts and the comments they made.  Ms. Zerfoss did ask her not to tell anyone she had called and Ms. Zerfoss mentioned she was following up on Council Meeting Minutes that she had received as a Council Member.  Council Member Tom Fisher stated that he understood her feelings and that this same Facebook page and administrator had condemned council members with false and erroneous statements in the past and had been shut down by Facebook in the last couple of weeks.  Council Member Eric Glotfelty stated that this is unfortunate and one should consider the source of information.  President Custer thanked Ms. Engleka for coming to Council with her concerns and asked her if the minutes accurately reflected what had taken place and she said that they did.  President Custer stated the minutes are posted to the Borough website, and unfortunately, they can be copied from there and used by other sources. 
Chad Lowery – Berlin Borough Streets Foreman – Mr. Lowery said that this is the first Council Meeting he has attended in his 17 years of employment with the Borough and he was here to express his thanks and appreciation to the Council for all of the recently purchased street equipment.  The staff if also appreciative.  President Custer stated that the purchases were long overdue and the decision was unanimous by the Council.  He commended Council Member John Harding for developing a 10 year plan for future equipment needs.  Mr. Lowery said the equipment is all working well and the street sweeper cuts the cleaning time in half and is doing a better job than the old sweeper.  He also mentioned that a computer upgrade and maybe software may be required soon for the maps, etc. on the computer at the maintenance shed.  Secretary Jones was directed to check to make sure the files are backed up and to look into upgrades. 
Bob Zerfoss – Generation Bids – Mr. Zerfoss wanted to know why bids for the generators were only advertised in the Daily American instead of on the internet or other publications outside the area.  Council Member Eric Glotfelty stated that the Council followed the Borough Code guidelines in advertising for the generators.  Mr. Zerfoss asked how long the Council was going to fight his Right to Know Requests and how much it is costing the Borough.  Council Member Fisher when he was going to quit filing frivolous requests.  Council President stated that the Requests Mr. Zerfoss was referring to were under pending litigation and the Council could not comment on them and the costs incurred by the Borough on the requests would be addressed under the Treasurer’s report.

CCIS Report 
The revised CCIS report for March and the report for April was included in the Council Meeting Packets for review.  (Exhibit 2 & 3).  There were no comments. 
President’s Report  
Council Accomplishments - All too often governing bodies and elected officials receive criticism and complaints from their constituents that they are not working for the citizens and are not getting anything done.  I would like to take this opportunity to thank this Council for their diligence and perseverance in pursuing many initiatives for the good of the Borough and its citizens.  Some of these are: 
· Electric System – a) the investment of $2.5 million in a generator system that provides emergency back-up power to all of the customers and will allow for peak load management in order to realize upwards of $250,000 in savings which will assist in keeping electric rates lower than any of the 35 municipal electric systems in the state of Pennsylvania and lower than most, if not all, investor owned utilities, REC’s and co-ops; b) the restructuring of how we bill and collect our utilities.  With the implementation of new deposit guidelines, a new billing system, and collection efforts since June of 2015, we have incurred less than $3,000.00 in uncollected electric accounts (out of nearly $4 million invoiced); c) upgrades to the Borough electric grid totaling more than $150,000.00.
· In addition to the generator system, the purchase of more than $450,000 in streets and maintenance equipment.  The Council also established monthly deposits to equipment reserve accounts to provide for the payment of future equipment replacement needs.
· Movie Night – this summer will mark the second annual movie night for the residents of Berlin to promote community spirit and goodwill.
· Beautification – an ongoing effort was started for cleaning up property and making improvements to the streets and sidewalks in the Borough.  Beautification is a daunting and long term task.  Many ideas have been discussed and the Council is very receptive to new ideas.
· Elimination of Borough assessed real estate property taxes – 2017 is the 2nd year in a row the millage tax rate is zero – the only one of 50 townships and boroughs located in Somerset County.
· Fiscal Responsibility – through prudent management and cost cutting decisions, the Borough currently maintains cash reserves of nearly $3 million.
The Emergency Operations Plan (EOP) for Berlin Borough on file in the Somerset County 
Emergency Office dated April 2, 2015 has expired.  The EOP was reviewed by Doyle Paul and 
Secretary Tom Jones.  A Promulgation is required to be submitted to the Somerset County Emergency Management Office. President Custer suggested that the plan may need some revisions later this year to work with the school during emergencies.  They have updated the contacts for the Borough and they recommend no other changes

Property Maintenance Complaints – Secretary Jones was asked if any building permits property   maintenance complaints were filed with the Borough since the last Council meeting.   Secretary Jones reported that he had received 7 new complaints – several about junk/abandoned vehicles, 1 on grass that needs to be cut, and 1 on accumulation of items on property that may pose a public health or safety risk.  These are being worked on with the property owners and will be referred to the Mayor for action as is necessary.  The next steps are being taken to remove the mobile homes on 5th Street, and Brubaker Street.  The Solicitor will file the necessary legal paperwork in the near future. 
The BVFD has a yearly Independence Day Fireworks display and the borough typically contributes to this function.  In the past, the Council donated $800.00.

Committee Reports: 
ELECTRIC COMMITTEE - ERIC GLOTFELTY  
Generator Update – The generators continue to be in stand-by in the event of an outage from Penelec.  They will automatically start-up and restore power in approximately one minute after power loss.  PowerSecure is monitoring the generators 24/7 from their headquarters. 
Penelec has received all the parts required for installation of the additional back feed trip protection.  Crews were tentatively scheduled to begin the installation on Wednesday, May 3, however, this was cancelled due to the storms that hit on Monday afternoon and night and all crews were dispatched to take care of power outages throughout the area.  A conference call is being scheduled for Friday to finalize the installation. 
A commissioning date for the generators was tentatively set for June 3rd but that date needs to be reset until after the Penelec installation and final testing by PowerSecure.  Secretary Jones is cocoordinating the event with Robbie Tugwell from PowerSecure.  It was suggested that refreshments and transportation to the generator site may need to be provided. 
PERSONNEL & FINANCE COMMITTEE – TOM FISHER 
Personnel - Wade Lensbouer resigned from his part-time laborer position effective at the end of shift, Friday, April 28th.  An ad was placed in the Somerset Daily American in order to find a replacement.  Some applications have been received and the Personnel Committee will review the applications within the next week and set up interviews.  The rate will be $10.60/hour for 32 scheduled hours per week.

FIRE & GARBAGE COMMITTEE – ROGER CLARKE HOUSE COMMITTEE – BARB ZERFOSS        
The official, and Council authorized, Facebook page was opened on April 20th.  The page name is Borough of Berlin, Somerset County, Pennsylvania.  More than 2,370 people have been reached by the page and there are more than 240 followers to the page.  Anyone with a Facebook page is encouraged to visit the Borough page and click on “Follow” so that they will automatically receive all future posts and updates.  Council members are encouraged to submit suggestions for the page to the administrative staff. 
A Twitter account has been opened but has not gone public yet.  It should be activated within the next week. 
Tuesday, May 16, 2017 is election date.  Voting will take place in the Community room of the Berlin Community Building.  Polls will be open from 7:00 A.M. until 8:00 P.M.  All registered voters are encouraged to go to the polls and vote.  There are 7 candidates for 4 Council seats. 
The House Advisory Committee for the Community Building discussed rates for the community room at a previous meeting.  The Council discussed different rate structures and suggested that the fee be changed to a flat rate of $75.00 per event for 5 hours use.  $15.00/hour would be charged for any hour or part of hour over 5 hours.  Any event would need to be over by 11:00 p.m.  A refundable security deposit of $100.00 will be required for the cleaning of the room and for potential damages.  A refund will be made if there are no damages and the room is cleaned up.  Committee Chair Barb Zerfoss was directed to draft a list of rules, a security deposit agreement, and a rental agreement which will be reviewed by the House Advisory Committee and submitted to the Council for approval. 
EQUIPMENT COMMITTEE – JOHN HARDING 
Bids were advertised and received for the sale of Vehicle #1 – 2001 Ford F250 pick-up truck. The bids were opened at the Equipment Committee meeting held on April 26th.  Four bids were received for the truck – 1) Robert Tataleba - $2,650.00; 2) Mike Veneziano - $3,101.00; 3) Jerry Ferco Enterprises – $4,170.00; and 4) Robert Glessner - $3,125.00.   The Committee recommends selling the Ford F250 pick-up truck to the highest bid received, Jerry Ferco Enterprises for $4,170.00.

STREETS, STORM SEWERS & SIDEWALK – ERIC GLOTFELTY 
Berlin Movie Night has been scheduled with Reel Time Entertainment for the evening of Saturday, 
July 29th.  This will be held at the High School Football Field and we are seeking to use the Middle School gymnasium in the event of inclement weather.  The Committee is reviewing movies for selection and is finalizing plans for the event. 
Charles and Molly Baker of 702 Division Street have submitted a letter of petition to have Cassel Street vacated from Division Street to 4th Avenue.  Tom Fisher said he was in favor of vacating the street and Barb Zerfoss was concerned about setting a precedent.  President Custer referred this to the Streets Committee for review and recommendations.   
Tom Fisher had a request from John Jacobs from the Berlin Pharmacy to designate a space for handicapped parking and for placing a “No Parking From Here to Corner” sign on the building.  
President Custer referred this to the Streets Committee for resolution. 
POLICE COMMITTEE – JOHN HARDING  
The Police Committee meeting with the Mayor and the police force was postponed until the next Police Committee meeting scheduled for 3:30 p.m. on Wednesday, May 24th. 
Officer Norman has requested to have the “VAS Car” be hooked up in one of the police cruisers to see how it works before hooking it up in the second cruiser.  Mayor Krause will work with him in getting this done. 
PLANNING & BEAUTIFICATION COMMITTEE – CHARLES RHODES 
The Committee met and discussed a sign to be placed on Diamond Street, at the intersection with Shady Lane.  McAnney Signs has several types of signs for the project.  They have rock slab designs with signage attached.  The costs could range from $2,000-2,500.  Mr. Clarke will see if they will do a rough sketch/design at no costs to the Borough.  Charles Rhodes mentioned that the property where the sign will be placed on Diamond Street is owned by the Borough and that research into the Penndot right of way would have to be done. 
President Custer asked those in attendance if anyone wanted to address Council.  Resident Tom 
Jones asked Mr. Custer when he was going to cut the grass at the log house on West Main Street and when the sidewalk would be fixed. Mr. Custer said he would have the grass mowed and that he was waiting on Council for direction on what color and what stamping pattern he is to use on the sidewalk.  Tom Fisher stated that a color chart had recently been left at the Borough office and that he would contact Sanner Concrete for the stamping pattern.  Mr. Custer stated that he would move forward with the project as soon as he received this information.  Mr. Jones also had some questions on a letter dated March 10, 2016 that was mailed to electricity customers along with a ballot card for the generation project.  He stated that many statements and figures in the letter were wrong and misleading and the math did not add up to him.  He stated that several residents had asked him about the information.  Eric Glotfelty told him he was reading the information wrong and offered an explanation but Mr. Jones was not satisfied.  Secretary Jones stated that in the 11 months that he has been Secretary, no one had visited the Borough office asking for information on this letter or for explanations on the generation project, electricity rate calculations, AMP wholesale power invoices, etc.  He invited resident Tom Jones to gather the people asking him questions and come to the Borough office and he would gladly review the information with them.  Secretary Jones stated that he has done extensive research into the electric system and the generators and is pleased with the decision to purchase the generators.  He believes the Borough and residents will reap the benefits far into the future.  Tom Fisher once again explained the PPA and the reasoning it is assessed on the utility bills – it is used to recoup a portion of the transmission costs being charged by Penelec.  The Borough invoices approximately $200,000 in PPA charges to customers a year; however, Penelec invoices the Borough in excess of $300,000 per year.  Through prudent financial management, the Borough is able to absorb more than $100,000 in these costs that are not passed through to the customers.  Transmission costs have increased from approximately 3-5% in 2008 to approximately 25-30% today – but the Borough has not had an electricity price increase since September, 2008.  That is why the PPA is being used.
